Traffic Safety Reminder  
 

 

Protecting our students is a worthy task. Cameras, gates, and badges are part of keeping our students 

safe. I would ask our school family to help in another area ï the area of traffic safety. The most 

critical times for traffic safety are morning drop off and afternoon pick-up ï times when hundreds of 

students arrive and depart, times when even a slight traffic flow variance can have unintended results.  

 

It seems that our biggest challenges occur when we have the least time to deal with them. Please resist 

the temptation to ñbreak lineò or find a ñshort cutò in the campus traffic flow ï keeping our 

students safe is a higher priority than trying to save a few minutes in the car line. 

 

To help everyone enter and exit campus as safely and quickly as possible, several policy 

guidelines have been established. We offer these guidelines to improve traffic safety: 

 

1. Drop Zone: Drivers should drop off or load students only in the designated lanes in front  

   of the Elementary Building, morning or afternoon. 

1. Traffic Lanes: 

a. Morning ï all drivers use one lane only; please pull forward as far as possible. 

b. Afternoon ï The inside lane (closest to Elementary Building) is for ONLY ELEMENTARY 

riders; outside lane is for mixed loads of Elementary/High School or High School riders only. 

3. 100 Building Lot: This lot is ONLY for handicapped parking and office business from 7:50AM ï  

      3:30PM. 

3. Cell Phones: The safety of our students is worth our full attention. Please do not use cell phones  

           while driving on campus. 

3. Suggestions: 

a. Morning ï Plan to arrive on campus by 8:00AM. Your child will appreciate not having to rush 

to beat the 8:15AM bell. Do NOT use the 100 Building Lot to drop off your student; that lot is 

for handicapped parking and office business only. 

b. Afternoon ï Afternoon traffic flow has been very smooth recently.  Keep it up! 

c. Students ï Students should be ready to unload (morning) and load (afternoon) BEFORE you 

actually pull forward to the front of the line. 

 

Thank you for helping in the area of traffic safety. Children are one of Godôs greatest blessings; it is a 

privilege to have your child in the classrooms of Cross Lanes Christian School. 
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Once you have logged onto INFODIRECT and submitted your REENROLLMENT in-

formation, complete your two release forms and return them to the school office no 

later than 3:00pm on Tuesday, February 21, to receive the discounted reenrollment fee.   

 

The school office is open from 7:50am to 3:30pm to assist families in completing the 

two release forms by providing a notary to notarize your Medical Release Form.
